Historie £z

Po napadeni Sovétského svazu Némeckem se brzy ukazalo, Ze sovétské stihatky zaostavaji z:1 7i&ma-kymi. Utok pfisel v dobé, kdy
byly do vyroby a vyzbroje zavadény nové stroje typt Jak-1, Lagg-3 a Mig-3. S vyjimkou vySkového V.g-7 z.ni j 21en typ nedosahoval kvalit
némeckych stihagek. Sovétsti konstruktéfi zapasili s problémy nedostatku kvalitnich surovin, vi/baver i, nek/litni vyroby, nedostateéné
vykonnymi motory a v neposledni fadé i “odbornymi“ direktivami komunistického vedeni zom&. Jokovlzvova konstrukéni kancelar
postupné vyvijela na zakladé Jaku-1 dal$i varianty dle poZadavki VVS (Vojenské vzdusné siiy SSSR). Ale v8echny verze Jaki-7,
naslednik( Jaku-1 nepfekonavaly vykonové némecké stihace. V roce 1942 byla poprvé v boji pou¥ira nova stihacka Jak-9. Ta byla
vyvijena na zakladé Jaku-7, tvorila tzv. téZkou vyvojovou vétev stihacek Jak. Zaroveri byla od rox't 194 vyvijena nova lehka, proti Jaku -7
zmen3ena, odleh&ena a obratna stihatka smisené konstrukce. Ta dostala nové kfidlo se zn.2n#znym rozpétim a olejovymi chladici
pfesunutymi do jeho kofenu. Oznagena byla Jak-3. Tvofila lehkou vétev stihacek Jak. Oznaceni Jak-3 jiz sice jednou Jakovlev pouZil.
Nesla ho téZce vyzbrojena stihacka postavena v roce 1940, ktera ale zustala v r.rotatypu. Drithy Jak-3 to z pocatku také nemél snadné.
Vyvoj byl obtizny a statni zkousky byly ukonéeny az v fijnu 1943. Nové Jaky dos'a'y moiar {limov M-105PF-2. Diky nekvalitni vyrobé byla
u prvnich Jaku-3 prekro&ena prazdna vaha proti zkusebnim strojim 2 proto prvi.ich 197 i-.sl neslo vyzbroj kanonu raze 20 mm v ose
vrtule a jednoho kulometu raZe 12,7 mm na trupu.Dal3i sériové stroje pouZivaly vyzbraj kanonu raze 20 mm v ose vrtule a dvou kulomett
raze 12,7 mm na trupu. Do vyzbroje byly nové Jaky zavedeny aZ v roce *3a44. Castavaly je nejlepsi sovétské jednotky a na tento typ byla
pfezbrojena také slavna francouzska dobrovolnicka stihaci jednotka N ormandic-N3men. Ta se na svych Jacich vrétila v ervnu 1945 do
Francie. Normandie-Némen pouZzivala Jaky-3 i po valce. Kromé sové's<ého a 1+ n.couzského letectva zaradilo Jaky-3 do vyzbroje po
valce letectvo Polska a Jugoslavie.

Jak-3 byl dale vyvijen, ale vSe selhavalo na vyvoji vhodného motoru. AZ po v&ice byla vyrobena malé serie verze Jak-3M-107 s motorem
Klimov M-107 a celokovovou konstrukci a potahem. Dal$i verz2, iako Jak-3 RD s raketovym motorem v zadi trupu ¢&i Jak-3M-108 nebo
Jak-3U zustaly v prototypu. Jak-3 je povazovan za jeden z nejiapSich si'bacich letount druhé svétové valky a nejlepsi stihaci letoun
vychodni fronty.

History EN
Following the German attack against th= Soviet ! Inicn, it ston became clear that Soviet fighter aircraft lacked in performance against
German aircraft. The German attack came < Lring a preiod when new Soviet types were being introduced into production and service,
types such as the Yak-1, Lagg-3 and Mig-2. L'ave for the Mig-3 high altitute plane, all the other types were rather inferior to German
machines. Soviet designers struggled with shottaze of nigh quality raw materials, insufficient equipment, poor-performing engines and
last but not least with "expert" directivzs fom the coinmunist leaders of the country. The Yakovlev design bureau were developing new
subtypes based on the Yak-1 fighter. trying to muet the VVS (Voyenno Vzdushnye Sily / Air Force) requirements. However, all versions
that emerged from the Yak-1 development, d«ignated as the Yak-7, were still lacking in performance compared with their German
contemporaries. In 1942, a new fiahter type Yicwn as the Yak-9 was introduced into service. This type, originating from the Yak-7 design,
was the first of the Yak hr.avy f.ghtars famiiy. Since 1941, simultaneously, a new type was being developed, a nimble and light-weight type
with smaller dimensions and ¢ f mixed construction. It utilised a new wing too, with shorter span and oil coolers moved into the root
section. This type was later .o b known o the Yak-3 and formed the light-weight family of Yak fighters. Of interest might be that the Yak-3
designation had already been used once by the Yakovlev bureau, but it belonged to a heavily armed fighter prototype built back in 1940
which, had not progressed beyona th-: protoype stage. The second type to be known as the Yak-3 also had it quite tough from the outset,
and development was not easy, with the acceptance trials not completed until October 1943. The new Yaks were equipped with Klimov M-
105PF-2 engines and because of poor production standards, the overal weight exceeded the limits given for test machines, which meant
that the first 197 production aircraft were armed with only one 20mm cannon firing through the propeller shaft and one 12.7mm machine
gun mounted in the forward fuselage above the engine. Further production machines received their full armament of one 20mm cannon
and two 12.7mm machine guns. The new machines were not introduced into service until 1944, and the first units to receive them were the
elite units of the VVS plus the French volunteer unit known as the Normandie Niemen regiment. This French unit made its return to France
in June 1945 and the Yak-3 type remained with them for some time even after the war. Besides the Soviet and French air forces, the Yak
fighter saw service also with the military of Poland and Yugoslavia.

The Yakovlev bureau tried to develop the type further, but with no great success because of lack of proper engine development. Only after
the war, a small series of Yak-3M-107 planes were produced, this type being fitted with a Klimov M-107 engine and featuring an all-metal
construction and metal skin. Yet another version appeared, the Yak-3RD with a rocket engine unitin the rear fuselage , or the Yak-3M-108
and Yak-3U, all of which progressed no further than prototype stage. The Yak-3 fighter is considered one of the best WWII fighter types and
the very best to see action over the Eastern Front.

Yak-3, white "6", 1 Sqn, Normandie-Niemen regiment, Autumn 1944,
Sterki, Lithuania. When flying this machine, Lt. Marcel Albert, the
then CO of the 1st Squadron, gained his last victories from his total of
23 confirmed, and 2 probable kills during WW2. It makes him the
second highest scoring of French fighter pilots, after Pierre
Clostermann. He was awarded with the Order of the Liberation
(Ordre de la Libération) and also became a Hero of the Soviet Union.
After the war he left the Armée de’l Air and for a short period of time
worked as the French air attaché in Prague.

Several machines
marked with the Double Zero personal marking were used by French ace Cdit.
Louis Delfino (16 or 17 victories + 5 probables). L.Delfino had become an ace
already in 1940 while flying a Bloch MB.152C.1 fighter (7 confirmed victories
+ 3 probables). Later, when flying for the Vichy regime, he added another
victory over a British Wellington on August 8, 1942. In the Soviet Union he
claimed another 8 or 9 (sources differ) and one probable. From December 12,
1944 till June 20, 1945, he was the CO of the Normandie Niemen regiment
and led the uniton its journey back to France in July 1945.

Yak-3, white "22", Asp. Pierre Douarre, Le Bourget airfield, France,
June 1945. P.Douarre claimed two victories in cooperation over the
Eastern front (on October 9 and 10, 1944). His battle assignment
lasted from January 7, 1944 until the Normandie Niemen regiment's
triumphant return to Le Bourget on June 20, 1945. A couple of days
after their arrival to France, French colours were painted on the
machine's rudder. Note also that the port side fuselage lightning
marking was applied upside-down on this aircraft.
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Yak-3, white "4", Lt. Roger (Robert) Marchi, Lithuania, Summer
1944. R.Marchi, an outstanding aerobatic pilot, scored a total of 13
victories. He lost his life in an air accident on July 17, 1946.
