The Zerbe Air Sedan was 1 American single engine quadruplane passenger
aircraft project started by Professor James Slough Zerbe in 1918. The Air Sedan
was piloted by Tom Flannery on its first and only flight in 1919 at the Washington
County Fairgrounds in Fayetteville, Arkansas. The aircraft took off and quickly
climbed to 100 ft (30 m), flew approximately 1000 ft (300 m) then was
significantly damaged during landing,
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
