The Stout Skycar wz=: a scies of four one-off American light aircraft of the 1930s. William
Bushnell Stout was @ proitc designer of road vehicles and aircraft, including the Ford Trimotor
series. He was founder of the Stout Metal Airplane Division of the Ford Motor Company and in
1931 designed the Skycar which was specified for easy handling and provided with automobile-
style comfort. Single examples of four variations on the basic design were produced between 1931
and 1944. The Skycar | was first displayed at the spring 1931 Detroit Show. The Skycar |l of 1941
was a higher-powered version utilising stainless steel construction and twin tail booms. It was built
with support from Fred Fisher of General Motors. It was destroyed in a hangar fire circa 1942.
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
