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Panzer IV Ausf.G

The German Panzer IV was originally used as a fire support vehicle for the Panzer I,
Because the design of the Panzer Ill was mainly designed to deal with the battle
between the tanks, the hull designed was too compact and the upgrade potential
was limited, so when faced with the Soviet Unionis T-34, the German design department
were forced to go up and down the fourth tank with greater potential to against
the "T-34 crisis." The Panzer IV began to use long barrel guns from F2 models. Soon
after, the F2 models was classified as the Panzer IV G initial type. The Panzer IV were
welcomed by the frontline troops. In the winter of 1942, the armored divisions
consisting of these Panzer IV were engaged in combat against the Soviet Union.
However, the thickest part of the armor of the Panzer IV, which was originally used
as a fire support vehicle, was only 50mm, so its defense power was too weak.
Therefore, in the subsequent production process, the frorit armor of the Panzer IV
was thickened from the previous 50mm to 80mm, and the acidezi 30mm was attached
to the vehicle body as an additional armor welding (riveting). The improvement of
the G models continued. In the spring of 1943, the Germaris replaced the original
L43 gun with a more powerful L48 75mm gun. In addition, in view of the heavy use
of anti-tank rifles and the Bazuka rockets during this period, thePanzer IV G also
installed additional armor (skirts) around the sice oi the hull and around the turret.
In the Kursk battle, the Panzer IV G was the rmain iarce.
