The prototype maiden flight took place in September 1955 with A. G. Kochetkov at the controls. S-1 was initially fitted with AL-7 engine
(without afterburning), being replaced in 1956 with the Al-7F engine. After the flight tests program had been finished, the aircraft named
as Su-7 was put into limited production at the Plant No126 in Komsomolsk-on-Amur. The Governmental tests and related technical
improvements lasted more than two years. In total only 133 fighters (30 fighters with the AL-7F engine) had been produced until 1961.
The first produced series of Su-7 had been delivered to Orshanskiy Red Banner Fighter Aviation Regiment. Generally only two
Regiments based on the Far East were armed with Su-7, which had been in service until the mid-60s.
