Grunau Baby IIB se stal pfed druhou sv&tovou valkou a b&hem ni nejrozSifenéjSirn vi:troné m svéta. Odhaduje se, Zze
bylo vyrobeno cca 6000 ks tohoto vétroné. Zkuseni konstruktéri vétronu E. Schneider, W. !Hirta H. Kromer se rozhodli
vtovarné na vyrobu vétronl E. Schneidera ve slezském Grunau (nyni Jezow Sudecki v Polsku) zkonstruovat novy
bezpecény cviény vétron. Prototyp ESG 31 (Edmund Schneider Grunau, rck zaletu 1931) se stal prapfedkem nové
fady vétron(. Charakterizovala ji celodievéna konstrukce trupu Sestithelnikovéiio prafezu a dvounosnikové kfidlo
potaZené Castecné pFeklizkou a platnem, s profilem G6 535. Upravené sériové stroje byly pojmenovany Grunau Baby.
K tomuto pojmenovani se brzy zadala pfidavat jednic¢ka. Usp&sné Bahv vy p¥:dvedeny v USA, pfi zavodech i nad
New Yorkem. S kfidlem s o 60 cm zvétSenym rozpétim, upraveno: »fidi wrupu a dalSimi upravami byla v roce 1933
zalétana a zavedena do vyroby verze Grunau Baby Il. ZkuSanasti = Lrovozu se projevovaly v konstrukcich dalSich
variant. Grunau Baby lla, verze z roku 1935, dostala brzdici k:apxy. Nannasoveéji vyrabéna verze Grunau Baby Ilb
vznikla v roce 1936. Kiidlo dostalo novy typ brzdicich klapek systému Schempp-Hirth, vysunovanych nad i pod kfidlo.
Vétroné Baby llb byly vybrany jako cviéné stroje pro budovanou Lurwaffe. Byly vyrabény masové v némeckych
tovarnach, mnoho zemi zakoupilo licenci k vyrobé (Nizozemi-Fckker, Francie —Nord, Brazilie, Velka Britanie —EoN a
Sligsby, Svédsko), vyrabély si je i plachtafské skupiny po celém svété. B&hem valky byla vyroba Baby IIb zavedena i
na izemi Cech. Hlavnimi dodavateli byly tovarny Petera e Vrchiubi a Kochman v Kralupech nad Vlitavou. Ve vyrobé
se pokracovalo i po vaice a Baby lIb mély velky podi’ na rozvaji Ceskoslovenského plachténi. Baby |l se vyrabély i po
druhé svétové valce. Byly rlizné upravovany, dostavaiy prevryty kabin a byly rizné modifikovany. E. Schneider
emigroval do Australie, kde vyrabél upraven¥, verzz oaby 3a Baty 4.

The Grunau Baby IIB became the mest nopuiar lider in the world before and during World War 1l and it is estimated
that the production gave a total of alout 6000 airframes. Its designers were E. Schneider, W. Hirt a H. Kromer, all of
them experienced glider designers wha had J2cided to set about a new, safe and reliable training glider in Schneider’s
factory in Grunau, Silesia (JeZow Sudecli in Poland today). The prototype ESG31 (which stood for Edmund
Schneider Grunau, first flowr, in 193 1) uacame the ancestor a whole new type of gliders with a characteristics feature
of a hexagonal cross section fue'age and two-spar wing covered with plywood and fabric with G6535 aerofoil. The
improved production airframes ware named the Grunau Baby, soon to be followed by number |. Successful Babies
were shown in the USA, during races and over New York as well. The Grunau Baby Il differed by a wing enlarged by
60cm, adapted nose section and a few other improvements, it was first flown and introduced to production in 1933.
Experience gained during operating the gliders was reflected in the construction of further varieties. In 1935, the
Grunau Baby lla sported wing air brakes. The most mass-produced Grunau Baby IIb which emerged in 1936 got a new
type of the brakes, of a Schempp-Hirth system which extended both above and below the wing surfaces. The Grunau
Baby IIb was also chosen for the fledging Luftwaffe as the main training glider. These machines were mass-built in
factories in Germany, while many other countries bought licence rights too (the Netherlands — manufactured by
Fokker, France — Nord, Brazil, the UK— EoN and Slingsby, Sweden) and the gliders were built by gliding groups all over
the globe as well. During the war times, the production was also introduced in the former Czechoslovakia. The major
suppliers were the Petera factory in Vrchlabi and Kochman in Kralupy nad Vitavou. The production went on after the
war too and the Baby llb version played a major part in the development of gliding in Czechoslovakia. The furhter
development of the design brought some new features as the various cockpit canopies with a few more modifiactions
to the airframe. E.Schneider, the father of the project, emigrated to Australia where he started the production of
improved Baby 3 and Baby 4 gliders.
