CZ - Historie

Messerschmitt Bf 109G vznikl vivojem z verze Bf 109F Hlavni zménou byla mor .3z silne;Sinn a té28iho motoru DB 605. Bf
109G byl vyrabén v nékolika verzich lidicich se vyzbroji a variantou motoru DB605. Zustal s tiindardni stihackou Luftwaffe a#
do konce vélky a v nékolika zemich létal i po druhé svétové véice. Finsko se dostalo u'a keofiiktu se Sovétskym Ruskem ve
dvacatém stoleti hned tiikréat. V roce 1918 ve Finsku probéhla obéanska vélka V té byly porazenou stranou tzv. Rudi Finové
(sociéini demokraté a komunisté) podporovani Sovétskym Ruskem. V listapadu (939 b ylo Finsko Sovétskym Svazem
napadeno bez vyhlaseni valky a porazeno v tzv. Zimni véice. V roce 101 ( se Fiasko po utoku Némecka na Sovétsky svaz
rozhodlo ziskat zpét ztracena uzemi a zahéjilo PokraGovaci vélku. Finove ac konce roku 1941 osvobodili So vétskym svazem
zabrana uzemi. V roce 1944 zahéjil Sovétsky Svaz mohutnou ofen=ive: Ta vedla k opétovné staté éasti finského tzemi a k
uzavreni pfiméfi. Dasledkem byla tzv. Laponské vélka,. kdy Finske, ) ytiaZic byvalé spojence, némecky Wehrmacht ze svého
uzemi. Finské letectvo vstoupilo do Zimni i Pokradovaci valky s pestrou pebstou stihacich typd, z nichz nejvykonnéjsi byly
stroje model 239 Buffalo a Fokker 21. Ty prestévaly stacit na rostc ! kvaliu i kvantitu protivnikovych letadel. Proto Finské
letectvo objednalo v roce 1942 a v od bfezna 1943 pouzivalo jednu z nic;znaméjdich stihadek druhé svétové valky Bf 109G.
Prvni ziskané kusy byly verze G-2, dalsi zakoupené kusy by'v verze C. 6 se silnéjsi vyzbroji. Finské Bf 109 bojovaly od biezna
1943 aZ do konce vélky. Konec vélky neznamenal jejich vyfareni. K tumu doslo postupné a2 v poloviné padesatych let, kdy je
zacala nahrazovat proudové technika. Na Bf 109G I inovs cooéhli pomeéru vitézstvi a ztrat 24:1. Nejlepsim pilotem byl
luutnantti limari Juutilainen s celkem 94 sestiely. Vétsinu z nici; ziskal v cockpitech riiznych Bf 109G.

EN - History

The Messerschmitt Bf 109G was a direz: Jdevolopmant of the Bf1O9F version. The major difference was in a more powerful
and also heavier DB605 engine. The Fr1u2G was produced in several subversions which differed in the armament and the
version of their DB605 powerplant. ‘"he typs remained the Luftwaffe’s backbone until the end of the war and a couple
countries’ air forces went on to use this tvue even in the post war era. Finland was involved in conflicts with its Soviet
neighbour three times in the 2Ccb ~entury. !5 1918, a civil war broke out in this country and it ended with a defeat of so-called
Red Finns (composed ot couia demociats and communists) who had been backed by Soviet Russia. In November 1930,
Finland was attacked by the Soviets, sais a formal declaration and the Finns were defeated three and a half months later in
the Winter War. In 1941, after the Gormans had invaded the Soviet Union, Finland tried to get back the lost territory, aligned
with Germany and begun the Continuation War. Until the end of 194 1, the Finns gained back the areas taken by the Soviets in
the previous war. In 1944, the Soviets launched a massive offensive which caused that the Finnish territories were lost again
and the conflict ended up with an armistice which was followed b y the Lapland War of 1944-45 when Finland fought retreating
forces of her former ally, the German Wehrmacht. The llimavoimat, or the Finnish Air Force entered both the Winter and
Continuation War with a wide and various range of fighter aeroplanes, the most advanced of which were the model 239
Buffalo and Fokker 21. These types, however, were becoming more and more obsolete and were not a match to their German
opponents who were steadily increasing both in their numbers and performance. To overcome this disadvantage, Finland
decided in 1942 to acquire one of the most famous WW2 fighter aircraft, the Bf 109G. The first examples of the G-2 subversion
commenced their service with the Finnish military in March 1943, later arrived also G-6 fighters with heavier armament. The
Finnish 109s fought since March 1943 until the war’s end and even the peace was not the end of their military carrer, which
eventualy came in the mid 1950s with their replacement by the advanced jet fighters. During the aerial combats, the Finns
achieved a victory-to-loss ratio of 24:1. The top scoring pilot of the limavoimat was luutnantti llmari Juutilainen with a total of
94 enemy aeroplanes shot down, most of which he claimed while flying various Bf 109Gs.

Luutnantti imari Juutilainen was Finland's highest scoring fighter pilot (94
confirmed victories) and was decorated two times with Mannerheim
Cross. In June the same year, MT-451 was also flown by yliker Eric Lyly (8
kills). At that time, the aircraft was no longer fitted with two under wing
20mm cannon (Ristsatz RG). Aft of the cockpit, a grey fuselage band was
applied and the rudder wore the squadron’s new badge.

Béhem prehlidky se konal i rychlostni zévod Etyr* stroju v
malé vySce. Pro tento zévod létany v kruhu (proto jsou dopliky jen na levé
strané] dostal MT-508 zévodni marking v podobé bilomodré Sachovnice na
trup a dalsich doplriki na kividio a VOP.

Messerschmitt Bf 109G-6, MT-508, yellow 5, luutnantti Arvo Karima,
HieLv 31, based at Utti, Finland, June 1950. On 23 June, 1950, a
midsummer festival air show was held at the base and it involved also a low-
altitude speed race of four machines. As the aircraft flew in a left-hand
circle, the fuselage, wing and tailplane trim was applied just to the port
side. On her fuselage, MT-508 wore a blue-white checkerboard race
marking and was also fitted with a different, taller tailwheel leg.
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
