The Swedish field artillery was created during the Thirty Years' War
(1618-1648) by the great military reformer king Gustav |l Adolf.
Following the Dutch pattern he established the unification of all
artillery cannon calibers. The king aiso created a regimental artillery
which operales in battle formations with infantry. These Reforms had
excellent results. Starting from the battle of Breitenfeld (1631) the
Swedish field artillery became the decisive factor for many of Gustav
Il Adolf victories.

The Swedish cannons were manufactured with remarkable quali-
ty, especially the iron ones. Christopher Polhem, a Swedish sci-
entist and industrialist, created perfect sights and instruments for
vertical aiming.

However, at the beginning of the Great Northern War (1700-1721) the
Swedish artillery had lost its leading position in Europe. This was
caused by a large number of different size guns produced both in
Sweden and its domains in Europe. For example, field artillery used
cannons of 12, B, 6, 4 and 3 pounds as well as lightened regimental
3 pounds cannons.

During the Great Morthern War Swedish arillery had limited usage
because Charles Xl preferred to achieve victory by fierce assault with
cold arms. Therelore the Swedish artillery had little possibility to show
its qualities. For instance, Charles XIl marched to Narva (1700) with
only 10 cannons for 12.000 men, and in the decisive phase of the bat-
tle ol Poltava only 4 light cannons out of 41 available were used.
