The United Kinﬁdom of Great Britain used light single-armored armoured vehicles primarily for
searching for and evacuating pilots who made an emergency landing. The Russian Imperial Army
command assigned these vehicles to a wider range of tasks, including direct support for infantry, fighting
gun emplacements, engaging enemy field fortifications and pursuing the retreating enemy.

To solve these problems, the Russians installed a more Bowerful weapon to these vehicles. Therefore, 19
of the 20 Lanchester armoured cars purchased in 1916 in England were re-equipged with 37 mm
Hotchkiss guns, as they were light and had a low recoil. The famous Russian gunsmith Sokolov took part
in the adaptation of the French gun to the Vickers turret.

In Russia, cars received armour for 6 boxes of 37 mm ammunition and an additional machine gun for
self-defence. The embrasure guns were covered with additional armour plates. Similarly, a machine gun
was equipped with some Lanchesters of the British Armored Division, who fought on the Eastern Front.

The armoured "Lanchester” was the second most used armoured car after the "Rolls-Royce", one-

machine gun armoured car, used by the British on the battlefields of the First World War. Despite the
limited groduction, these machines had a rich career and a wide geography of application. They were
