The Moskalyev SAM-9 Strela (Arrow) was designed by Aleksandr Moskalyev to
test the behaviour of a wide delta wing. The first flight testing phase was from July
1937 till the midsummer of 1938. In August the aircraft was returned to the design
bureau with detailed report, estimates and conclusions on the wing plan. After the
SAM-9 Strela development, there were additional flight tests with
successful results. At the end of 1938, as the task was done, the aircraft industry
headquarters decided to stop the development of the SAM-9 and to destroy the

aircraft.
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
