He had clipped off the wing i: an attep’. to improve the speed,
reducing the span to 25 feet 9 inches. The second one (44-4126 (XN63231) was intended for the 194 bondix cross country race. It was
initially fitted with two wingtip drop tanks. In 1947, the drop tanks were removed and the wi: g were clinv.d to 28 feet 6 inches.
