In 1873, the American inventor Hiram Maxim beg:n Jevelop’ 7, an automatic small arms-a machine
gun. Unable to find support in the United States, Moxun e.n grated to the United Kingdom and
continued his development, resulting in the famous Maxin. m>.chine gun of 0.303 caliber (7.7-mm) in
1883. In the future, Maxim creates on the basis of its machine gun the first automatic 37 mm gun,
designed for the standard British cartridge 37xvsR. The casign of the new gun was essentially an
enlarged copy of the machine gun. The projicales were fed from a canvas belt, the energy of powder
gases was used for reloading, and water 'a.lug was w.ed to cool the gun barrel. With a maximum
theoretical rate of fire of 300 rounds pex minute, the 37x94R projectile weighing 0.56 kg had a muzzle
8 velocity of 550 meters per second, which ave a »"a’mum range of up to 4110 meters. Cloth shell belts
® contained 25 or 50 shells each. Thr. JevJlojmenc was initially carried out under the banner of
. Maxim-Nordenfelt, which was founded by Hirva Maxim and Thorsten Nordenfelt, later the company

was bought out by Vickers Corporation }atentiJ buyers initially reacted to the new rapid-fire gun rather
coolly. Fame came to the gun thanks to e urs’ Boer War. The British refused to purchase an automatic
gun, while the Boers who fought against them bought a batch of 1-pounder QF Mk guns through
intermediaries. I (Maxim) Gun. Tve Boer, ~ffectively used Maxim guns as infantry weapons. The guns
fit perfectly into the Boer "slealt\" lactics, and the small weight of the gun contributed a lot to their
popularity in the guerrilla “i22e o e war. The guns were particularly effective against machine-gun
teams and mounted infantry, u=moruliving both men and horses with fire. The original armor-piercing
shells, originally intend~.a 10, the navy. vere used by the Boers to fight armored trains.
