Vyvoj proudové stihacky, nesouci pozdéji bojové jméno Vampire, byl zahajen jiz viace 1941, Jzce souvisel s
vyvojem proudového motoru H-1. Ten vyvijelo motoraifské oddéleni firri; de Haiilland. Vyvoj motoru,
pojmenovaného pozdéji Goblin byl velmi Gspé&sny. Proto britské ministerstvo leiaci i vyps a u specifikace E.6/41
pozadujici experimentalni stroj, upravitelny na stihaci. Konstrukce letadla byla ph.* piizp/isobena proudovému
motoru. Diky tomu mél novy letoun malé rozméry a nizky podvozek. Ocasni plochy byiy neseny dvéma Stihlymi
nosniky. 20. zafi 1943 vzlétl prvni prototyp nového letounu neoficialrZ saimenovzného Spider Crab ke svému
prvnimu letu. V pilotni kabiné sedél G. de Havilland jun. Zkou$ky byy dspé&sné a v '.vétnu 1944 byla objednana
prvni série 120 kusl novych stihacek, objednavky byly ale pribézr.: ::vySovany. Sériové stroje vyrabéla v licenci
firma English Eletric, firma de Havilland byla vytizena vyrabou Mosquit. RAF Lamitlo oznaéeni Spider Crab a
nové stihacky dostaly jméno Vampire Mk.1.

K prvnim bojovym jednotkam byly Vampire zarazeny v kvZorw 1945, ale 90 valky jiz nezasahly. Vyvoj Vampire
pokracoval dal§imi verzemi, kromé verzi s motorem Goblin v: nikly i v 2r-= s motorem Nene (vyrabéné v Australii),
dvoumistné noéni stihaci, dvoumistné cviéné & namoini vtihaci ver zi... NejrozSifenéjSimi verzemi byly Mk.3 s
vykonnéjsi verzi Goblinu a novym tvarem ocasnich ploch a F2 £. Verze FB.5 méla zkracené rozpéti a byla
schopna pozemnich utokG s podvéSenou vyzbrmji. Z této veize byly odvozeny exportni verze a také
tropikalizovana FB.9. Mimo britské RAF a FAA |étaly' \'ampire v mnoha zemich, na vSech kontinentech s vyjimkou
Antarktidy. Vycet zemi, které zaradily Vampire do ‘y-broje & byl velmi dlouhy. V nékolika zemich byl také
vyrabén licenéné.

Development of jet fighter 1cter t\ be nan e 1 Vampire began in 1941 and related closely with development of H-1
jet engine, for which the engine cection o ¢'e Havilland company was responsible. The engine was known later
under its new name Gobli~; anu its Uevelzpment was very successful. The Vampire was therefore ordered under
Air Ministry specificatior Z6/41 ‘o1 an e .perimental machine able to be converted to fighter plane. The design of
the plane was fully adjiisted to th» hew engine, which resulted in overall tiny dimensions of the plane, very low
undercarriage and the an olanes teing carried by two slim tail booms. The first prototype, unofficially named
Spider Crab, flew fur u~e histuinie un September 20, 1943 with G. de Havilland Jr at the controls. The trials were a
success . ar graer o first 120 planes was placed in May 1944 and was continuously increased. The
production p!anai: were hoerne-built by English Electric since de Havilland was busy producing Mosquitoes. The
original name Spiacr Crab was rejected by the RAF and changed to Vampire Mk.1.

First squadrons ynt v eir Vampires in May 1945, but did not take part in the war. The development continued in
further versions, besiu> s the versions with DH Goblin engine, there were also versions with Nene engine (built in
Australia), two-seat night fighter versions, two-seater training versions or naval fighter versions. The most
widespread versions were the Mk.3 with more powerful Goblin and re-designed tail planes and FB.5 with shorter
wingspan and adapted for carrying out ground attack sorties. Export versions were derived from the latter as well
as tropicalised FB.9. Vampires flew not only in the RAF and FAA, but also in many countries of all continents
except for Antarctica. Complete list of all countries where this plane flew would be rather long. In some of them the
Vampires were also licence-built.
