The legendary amored train (hereinafter at) of the Secua Warld War "llya Muromets™ was built in 19411942 as a gift to the Red Army from
the railway workers of the Murom junctioz. (All (e zin amored Jfatfoms for guns were welded in their free ime by workers of the frain depot)
After construction, this at was incluged m the "31st Separate, “special® Gorky division of armored frains.” (The term special” meant thaf
the at was armed with rocket morfars ("katyushi', The sccond bepo of this division was the “Kozma Minin” armored train buit at the same
fime in Gorky. The at 'llya Murorets" consisteu o Amored locomotive of type Ov (No. 4633), amored with hardened sfeel sheefs
(30 mm); two closed artllerv armored platforms, exch armed with two 76.2 mm guns F-34 in the fuets of the T-34 tank, as well as six DT
machine guns (162 mm); 2ng %3 open air orfeuse platforms (dfrfdgd into three compartments each). In the front and rear compartments,
37 mm 64K antiaircraft quns (or 76 i Lenivi antaicraft quns) were installed, and in the central compartment there was a M-3-24 rocket launcher,
The thickness of tie side a7 of ihe amored plaforms was 45 mm.

% enemy firing points, 873 soldiers and officers. In 1974, the armored locomotive of ‘llya Muromefs” was placed in Murom for efernal

storage, as a monument fo the egendary armored train.
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
