Two Hawker Cygnet light bimanes vzere built in September 1924. The first one (G-EBMB) was
powered by a 34 hp Ar.zani angini,and the other (G-EBJH) by an ABC Scorpion engine (with much
the same engine power). In 1524 they were entered in the competition, held in at Lympne Aero-
drome, where came i <th ard 3rd places. During next two years the aircraft won some prestige air
races and both g’ craf were ‘nen re-engined with Bristol Cherub lll's. In 1926 the first one took the
first place ana cn the Lrize (3000 pounds sterling) of the Daily Mail competition. Meanwhile the
G-EBJH took ta first plave at Speed Handicap Race, held in at Lympne Aerodrome.
