LauncheZ in mass 7-aduction in the first half of 1916 Nieuport
Ni.21 was a symdiosis of a bit reinforced fuselage Nieuport Ni.16
and wiry from Ni2uyort Ni.17. In the horseshoe-shaped hood the
engine L3 Rhone 9C (power 80 h.p.) was installed. The aircraft
was verv suocessful due to the correctly chosen ratio of engine
pv.er, weaht ond wings space. Russian aircraft factory «Duks»
(Mhscow) produced Nieuport Ni.21 under license of France.
Oviginally ~r2ated as the plane of profound flight training, Nieuport
Ni.21 w=< ysed for a short time as a fighter on the Western Front.
The low power of engine Le Rhone 9C caused using of light
machire guns such as «Lewis», «Hotchkiss» or «Colt», which were
installed on the upper wing out of the rotating area of the
o-opeller. By mid-1917 some of the «twenty-first» during the
iLital repairs were equipped with a more powerful engine Le
RFo1e 9] 110 h.p. It gave an opportunity to equip the aircraft with
syi«chronous machine gun «Vickers». The American ace of French
origin Raoul Lufbery was flying on the Nieuport Ni.21. He fought in
the N.124 squadron «Lafayette». In total 350 airplanes were
produced.
