In 1935, ‘ne Roenq Airc,v*¢ Company designed a build four-engine airliner based
on its B-17 leavy uamoer (Model 299), then in development, calling it the Model
317 Stre.ownien For the first time in @ machine of this type, a pressurized cabin was
cHliead, wiiich =nabled a significant increase in flight altitude. The new aircraft,
accu=din> to wosigoers, could safely fly at an altitude of more than 7500 meters,
whers the \nore w'gerous atmospheric phenomena were absent. Also, it was the
frs: grounu baced plane, which included a flight engineer. The flight of the first
Eoeing 307 &b aliner, registration NX 19901 took place from Boeing Field, Seattle
on De-embes 31, 1938. The aircraft was comfortable enough and could carry 33
passe~ners . a seated position, or 16 in folding comfortable berths. The first
customer for the new aircraft was the famous Pan American Airways System
(PAN M), which received three machines. Six more were ordered by another well-
know, airline of the time, Transcontinental and Western Air (TWA). The commercial
operation of TWA's Stratoliners began in June 1940 from New York to California. The
FAN AM had started earlier, operating flights from Florida to the Caribbean as well to
Me ‘ico and Brazil. The famous aviation enthusiast and billionaire Howard Hughes,
in'el ded to use one of 307 (NX-19904) to fly around the world, hoping to improve
ovn record at 91 h 14 min. After the entry of the United States into World War II,
Stratoliners were requisitioned and transferred to the Air Force, designated as C-75,
and after its end - demobilized and returned to their owners. Individual machines
flew until the mid-1970s and were then decommissioned solely for safety and age
reasons.
