The Pilatus PC-6 Porter is a single-engined Si:a t Take-h* and "_z nding utility aircraft designed by Pilatus Aircraft of
Switzerland. It has been built in both piston engi:e and turt o prop powered versions and was produced for a time by Fairchild
Hiller in the United States.

The first prototype made its maiden flight ur 4 Mov 1353 powered by a 340 shp piston engine. The first Turbo Porter,
powered by a turboprop, flew in 1961. Te Tlubo Pocter received an engine upgrade in 1963, which increased its power to its
present value of 550 shp.

The Porter during the early 1970s for onaraiions d.ring the Vietnam War. It received the designation AU-23A Peacemaker
for service with the U.S. Air Force and J*/-29 Chin>~hua for service with the U.S. Army. The Peacemaker was fitted with a side-
firing 20mm XM-197 Gatling cannon, four winy pylons and a centre fuselage station for external ordnance, but proved to be
troublesome in service; all aircraft were return /1 to the U.S. for storage after one year of operations.
