German artilleryman ‘and rmhtary eng!neer Becker In 1942, he'becamrie the'
head of a special unit for the canversion of captured vehicles (Baukommanda Becker). The
task of the unit was to install field guns and other weapons on military equipment captured
from the enermy.

An armored wheelhouse was mounted on the hulls of the caplured Lanks, with armor
plates from 10 to 20 mm thick. An anti-tank gun PAK 40 with a barrel length of 45 calibers
(3450 mm) and 48 rounds of ammunition were installed in the wheelhouse, The MG34
machine gun was used as an auxiliary weapon.

The rate of fire of the gun is about 12 rounds per minute, the maximum firing range is
8100 m. The armor-piercing shells of the PAK 40 cannon made it possible to successfully ight
many types of armared vehicles of the USSR, Great Britain and the USA.

The tatal number of these self-propelled guns is unknown, but at least 10 of these tank
destroyers were produced. They were in service with the mobile brigade «Wests, and then -
the 21st Panzer Division of the Wehrmacht. They were used as part of mixed artillery batteries,
which, in addition to anti-tank installations, also included self-propelled 105-mm howitzers,

quence of assembly. Tools required: knife and file for removal of components from frame; rubber bond, adhesive
tape and clothes pegs for clamping components together after applying adhesive, Clean plastic components
in a mild detergent solution and allow to air-dry so that paint and transfers adhere better. Prior 1o applying
adhesive, check to see whether the components fit together; apply adhesive sparingly. Remove chrome and
paint frem the contact surfaces, Paint small components before removing them from the frame. Allow paint to
dry well, and only then continue to assemble, Cut out each transfer individually and immerse in warm water
for approx. 20 seconds. Slide transfer off paper and into designated position, then press on with blotting paper.
